II. Strategic Church Planting Ministries/Partnerships

World Outreach has defined strategic ministries and partnerships in which we have an opportunity to
advance the full cycle of church planting.

This commitment will be evident as the
staff of the EPC’s World Outreach and the World Outreach Committee establishes direct and
intentional contact with each of our missionaries, including visiting them on their fields of ministry
when possible.
